j % On Wednesday 29" August, dedicated Sydney ringers rose early and
travelled to St Ph|||p s at Church Hill (8) to ring the bells to comply with the provisions of a bequest. This bequest
was to perpetuate the memory of a certain Mr Charles Moore, Mayor of Sydney and Parliamentarian who died in
1895, and left to the bellringers a gift of dividends from certain stock. The stipulations of the bequest was the annual
chiming (at the exact hour of his birth on the 29" August each year between 6am and 7am) of the ‘Old Hundredth’ -
the old hymn - to be pealed seven times each time for one verse of the composition. So once more the bequest
was carried out. The reward is no longer financial for the bellringers but for thousands of commuters on their way to
work it was a more joyful start to the day!
