A Drama at St Mary’s Kidlington! 

We hope that none of us will never need to be rescued from the ringing chamber, 
but it is comforting to know that the Oxfordshire Fire and Rescue Services have 
just carried out a full scale practice of what 

is called a ‘Top Down 
Lower’ attended rescue  
at St Mary's Church, 
Kidlington, from the 
ringing chamber through 
the hatch down into the 
Church trancept,  which 
would also assist the 
Ambulance service.  This 
is a confined space 
stretcher using a 6:1 
pulley system. This was 
all controlled by Chris 
Barber, the Watch 
Manager, and carried out 
by Fire Fighters Andy 
Smallwood (the Training 

Officer and the man on the stretcher!), 
Paul Roberts (with the 
stretcher), Owen Pates and 
Chris Aust.  
If you have any concerns in 
your Tower about access, 
and if you have to go 
through a narrow or steep 
climb to the ringing 
chamber, attend to a clock, 
or raise and lower a flag, 
then I would recommend 
you to contact your local Fire 
Officer on 01865 842999 for 
a rescue assessment.

TV Filming at St Giles 

Julia Zantl of "interscience" films, who filmed the bells being rung at St Giles on 1
st
 September 2012, rang me from Germany early in December 

to let me know that a film ready for broadcasting has now been completed, and that she felt 
that it had been a success. The film will probably be broadcast for the first time sometime in 
March this year, on one of the French TV channels, and subsequently on a German 
channel. The film company have said that they would let us know precise details of the 
broadcast(s) when they are available.   It will be part of a series titled something like 'Castles 
and Palaces' (which of these categories includes St Giles?); the other programmes in the 
series will mostly relate to locations in other countries in Western Europe.  It was confirmed 
that they intend to let us have a copy of the programme about St Giles on a DVD, but will not 
do so until after the first broadcast. All of this is in line with what we were told in September; but 
it was good to hear that things had progressed satisfactorily since then. We haven't been told 
yet what has been included in the programme, but what was filmed included:  fairly extensive 
interviews with me and with Bernard Masterman; Plain Hunt on three bells plus a cover, rung 
fully muffled with the camera crew in the bell chamber; several repetitions of 48 changes of 
Plain and Little Bob Major rung on open tower bells; and Plain Hunt Major rung on one 
handbell each by the same eight ringers.
